PUBLIC SAFETY
MOTION

Distracted driving is a major cause of traffic fatalities in the United States, with nearly 
3,500 deaths and 400,000 injuries resulting from traffic collisions caused by distracted driving in 
2015 alone. Texting while driving is a major factor in distracted driving, and states across the 
country, including California, have enacted laws in an effort to curb the use of mobile phones by 
drivers. However, the problem still persists, and every day, a person is killed or injured as a result 
of a driver deciding to send or read text messages while operating a vehicle.

Often, when a driver who is texting or otherwise distracted notices a marked police vehicle, 
they put down their phone, only to pick it up again once they have passed the officer. In an effort 
to change driver behavior and reduce the number of deaths resulting from texting and driving, law 
enforcement agencies in multiple jurisdictions across the United States have begun utilizing 
unmarked vehicles, non-police vehicles such as buses, undercover officers at intersections, and 
other novel enforcement tools to catch distracted drivers in the act. These strategies may be useful 
in Los Angeles, and it would benefit the Council to hear a presentation on the ways the Police 
Department is enforcing distracted driving laws in the City.

I THEREFORE MOVE that the Police Department (LAPD) report on its strategy for 
curtailing distracted driving and texting while driving, and on the potential use of undercover 
officers, unmarked vehicles, non-police vehicles and other enforcement tools to enforce distracted 
driving laws.

Article V Governing Board, Section 8:  Censure 

 

- The Council can take action to reprimand a Board member for actions during the conduct of Council business 

by censuring the Board member at a regular meeting of the Board of Directors. Censures shall be placed on the 

agenda for discussion and action. 

 

Item 17-0105 

First reading to amend the WHNC Bylaws regarding  

Article V Governing Board, Section 9:  Removal of Governing Board Members 

 

 – The Council shall consult with the Office of the City Attorney throughout any Board removal process.  Board 

members may be removed in the following ways:  

1. Petition by Stakeholders– A Board member may be removed from office by the submission of a written 

petition that includes: i) the identity of the Board member to be removed, ii) a description, in detail, of the 

reason for removal, and iii) the valid signatures of fifty (50) stakeholders.   

a. Upon receipt of a written petition for removal, the matter shall be placed on the agenda for a vote at the next 

regular Board meeting.   

b. Removal of the identified Board member requires a two-thirds (2/3) majority of the attending Board 

members.   

c. The Board member who is the subject of the removal action shall have the right to deliver to Board members 

a written statement about the matter and/or to speak at the Board meeting prior to the vote, but shall not be 

counted as part of the quorum, nor allowed to vote on the matter.   

2.  Petition by Board - A Board member may be removed from the Board for good cause, including, but not 

limited to, disruptive conduct; interfering with Council business; violations of the Bylaws, Operating 

Procedures or Code of Conduct following a Board member’s submission to the Board of a petition that 

includes:  i) the identity of the Board member to be removed, ii) states the reason for removal by identifying the 

violation of the internal rules or procedures and specifies the conduct of the person, and iii) contains the 

signatures of six (6) Board members.    

a. The petition shall be delivered simultaneously to all Board members and the matter placed on the agenda for 

a vote at the next regular Board meeting.  

b. Removal of the identified Board member requires a two-thirds (2/3) majority of the attending Board 

members.   

c. The Board member who is the subject of the removal action shall have the right to deliver to Board members 

a written statement about the matter and/or to speak at the Board meeting prior to the vote, but shall not be 

counted as part of the quorum, nor allowed to vote on the matter.   

d. The Board member being removed must first have been censured by the Board once for the same action 

before a Petition by the Board for removal shall be considered by the Council.    

  

If the vote for removal is affirmative, the position shall be deemed vacant and filled via the Council’s vacancy 

clause. 

 



Item 17-0106 

First reading to amend the WHNC Bylaws regarding  

Article VI Officers of the Board, Section 4:  Officer Terms 

 

- The Officers shall serve two-year terms and serve at the pleasure of the Board. They may stand for reelection. 

 

 

EXISTING WHNC BYLAWS 

 

Article V Governing Board  

Section 8 and Section 9:  Censure or Removal of Board Members 

 Board members may be censured or removed in the following ways: 

A. The seat held by a Director who has lost his/her status as a Stakeholder (as defined in Article 

IV) shall be declared vacant automatically. It is the responsibility of each Director to notify 

the President of loss of Stakeholder status within thirty days of such change.  

B. The seat held by a Director who has exceeded his/her allowable number of absences (as -

defined in Article V, Section 7) shall be declared vacant. 

C. A Director may be recommended for censure or removal by submission to an ad hoc 

committee of a written petition signed by at least fifty (50) Stakeholders and/or thirteen (13) 

Board members. No petitioner may be a member of the ad hoc committee . The ad hoc 

committee shall be created for fact finding purposes only, and shall submit a report to the 

Board. 

D. Approval of a motion to censure or remove a Board member shall require a 2/3 majority vote. 

E. Allowable reasons for removal or censure of a Director via the petition process shall include: 

1. Failure to fulfill the duties of a Board Member as defined in Article V, Section 5 A. 

2. Failure to comply with the legal and ethical responsibilities of Board members. 

3.  For conduct that impairs efficient operations of the Neighborhood Council. 

The Board will seek guidance of the Office of City Attorney during this process and the board will not make a 

final decision without consultation with the Office of City Attorney and the Department. 

 

 

Article VI Officers of the Board 

Section 4:  Officer Terms 

Officers of the Board shall serve two year terms. 

Section 5: Censure or Removal from Office of an Officer of the Board 

A.  An Officer may be recommended for removal by the submission by a Board Member of a 

written petition. This petition shall identify the Officer recommended for removal from office 

and shall describe in detail the reason for removal and include the signatures of at least 

thirteen (13) Directors.

C. Any removal of an Officer pursuant to this subsection shall require an affirmative vote of a 

minimum two-thirds (2/3) of the Board present and no fewer than thirteen (13) affirmative

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HOMELESSNESS AND POVERTYMOTION

Last week, the Los Angeles County Department of Public Health declared a Hepatitis A outbreak in Los Angeles 
County. The State of California and Los Angeles County define an "outbreak" as having at least two locally acquired 
cases of a disease. Experts indicate that Los Angeles County is very early into the outbreak; vaccinating homeless 
individuals and their service providers is critical to preventing the outbreak from spreading. In addition to vaccinations, 
the availability of public restroom facilities is a vital component of preventing the further spread of Hepatitis A.

Twenty-five thousand unsheltered people in Los Angeles lack access to restrooms facilities, particularly in the 
evening. This lack of access has created a risky situation for both the homeless population and the general public. Without 
access to the basic right of a restroom, people living on the streets are at a significantly increased risk of contracting 
diseases like Hepatitis A that are spread through human feces. People without access to restrooms are forced to urinate 
and defecate in public places, and residents and business owners in certain neighborhoods, including Venice, frequently 
report human feces in local alleys or on local sidewalks and parkways. According to a recent report, there are only nine 
public restrooms available at night for the individuals living on the streets of Skid Row. Venice Beach faces an even more 
dire shortage with funding for only one set of beach restrooms. A June report by a group of homeless service providers, 
advocates and residents found that the conditions do not even meet the standards the United Nations sets for refugee 
camps.

Opening additional public restrooms faces two challenges: funding and proper locations. Best practices indicate 
public restrooms should be staffed by attendants to keep the facilities clean and free of criminal activity. And even if 
adequate funding were available, there remains a lack of adequate space in our dense neighborhoods to place restrooms 
without encroaching into the public right-of-way.

The current situation is neither tolerable nor humane, and it is a risk to public health. Los Angeles must do better. 
At minimum, the City should provide portable restrooms with attendants on an emergency basis. More optimally, Los 
Angeles should look to the City of San Francisco, which has launched a successful mobile toilet program called “Pit 
Stop.” Operated by its Department of Public Works and a nonprofit partner, the Pit Stop program provides public toilets 
and sinks in San Francisco's most impacted neighborhoods—providing a place for people to take care of their bathroom 
needs with dignity, improving neighborhood livability, and reducing demands on Public Works staff to clean up human 
waste from the City’s sidewalks, doorways, and streets.

I THEREFORE MOVE that the Los Angeles Homelessness Services Authority (LAHSA), the City Homeless 
Coordinator, the City Health Commission, the Chief Legislative Analyst, and other agencies as appropriate, report to the 
Homelessness and Poverty Committee on the scope of this public health problem, the need for additional public 
restrooms, and solutions for solving it-including a report on the potential for creating a system of portable public 
restrooms modeled after the “Pit Stop” program in the City of San Francisco.

I FURTHER MOVE that the City Administrative Officer (CAO) and the City Homelessness Coordinator report 
to the City Council within 14 days on available funding sources for emergency portable public toilets and the associated 
bathroom attendants.

I FURTHER MOVE that the Bureau of Street Services (BSS), Bureau of Sanitation (LASAN), Department of 
Transportation (LADOT), and City Attorney report to the City Council relative to the current LAMC provisions 
governing the use of the public right-of-way and City-owned parking lots, including actions necessary to enable the City 
to permit the placement of portable public restrooms in designated locations, in instances when a determination is made 
that no other location is suitable or practicable.

Reports from the Bureau of Street Services (BSS), Bureau of Sanitation (LASAN), 

Department of Transportation (LADOT) and City Attorney to the City Council relative to the current 

LAMC provisions governing placement of portable public restrooms in instances when a 

determination is made that no other location is suitable or possible. 

We strongly advise that this section of the motion be amended to include a time limit of 30 days for 

delivery of the report to the City Council on LAMC provisions and placement of portable public 

toilets. 

Our West Hills neighborhood and other West Valley communities are greatly concerned that with 

the rise of homelessness in our area and the inability to rapidly increase sanitary conditions by 

providing Bridge Housing and Safe RV parking that one short-term solution to maintaining healthy 

communities is to have public toilets with attendants.  We all, housed and unhoused residents, are 

facing the threat of catching an easily preventable communicable disease.  We respectfully advise 

our City Council find ways to support the 2/3 of voters who passed Proposition HHH.

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MOTION 16-1320 

In the aftermath of the election of Donald J. Trump as President of the United States, many residents throughout 
the City of Los Angeles and our region are deeply concerned about the uncertainty that change will bring with 
respect to immigration policies, funding, and law enforcement over the duration of a Trump presidency. These 
concerns should not be underestimated. 

As one of the most diverse cities in the United States of America, the City of Los Angeles is a melting pot of 
ethnic groups, languages, religions, and a place called home by large immigrant and migrant populations coming 
here from all over the world, Not only do we have communities named Koreatown, Historic Filipinotown, 
Chinatown, Little Bangladesh, Thai Town, Little Ethiopia, Little Tokyo, and Little Armenia, the City of Los 
Angeles has one of the largest populations (and many times the largest) of various ethnic groups outside of their 
country of origin as well. Just a few examples include Mexicans, Salvadorans, Hondurans, Nicaraguans, 
Ethiopians, Lebanese, Iranians, Armenians, Israelis, Saudi Arabians, Bosnians, Puerto Ricans, Pacific Islanders, 
Burmese, Cambodians, Chinese. Filipinos, Indonesians. Koreans. Sri Lankans, and Thai. This does not even 
begin to take into account our religious diversity that has made the City of Los Angeles home to the fourth 
largest Muslim population in the United States, as well as the second largest Jewish population in the country. 

According to the most recent statistics from the U.S. Census Bureau’s 2014 American Community Survey, with 
a population of over 3.8 million people, approximately 38.6 percent (1.49 million) of the City of Los Angeles’ 
residents are foreign-born, and 57.3 percent (853.721) of foreign born residents in the City arc not currently 
citizens. This translates to the very real possibility that one out of every live Angelenos are likely to be affected 
by changes to immigration policies, funding, and enforcement at the federal level. 

As members of the Los Angeles City Council, it is our responsibility to protect and enhance the quality of life for 
all of our residents regardless of national origin, religion, ethnic group, language, sexual orientation, gender, 
marital status or immigration status. It is imperative that as residents and leaders of the greatest city on the 
planet, we need to educate and prepare ourselves to defend our values, to defend our quality of life, to defend 
keeping students and families together, and to defend our neighborhoods from any attempts to change what 
makes our City so great ... the people. 

WE THEREFORE MOVE that the City Council INSTRUCT the Chief Legislative Analyst (CLA) and the City 
Administrative Officer (CAO), with the assistance of the City Attorney and the Mayor's Office of Immigrant 
Affairs, to report back by January 1.2017 with regard to the following: 

1. Identify the roles and responsibilities of an Immigrant Advocate to be appointed by the City Council and to
work in conjunction with the Mayor’s Office of Immigrant Affairs 
2, Define the term “sanctuary city” and how that term might apply to the City of Los Angeles 
3 Identify and categorize all federal grants, loans, and other funding that the City of Los Angeles currently 
receives 
4. Identify all stale laws applicable to immigration and relevant to the City of Los Angeles that may come into
conflict with potential changes in federal law 
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5. Identify all federal laws applicable to immigration and relevant to the City of Los Angeles that are currently
enacted and not being enforced 

WE FURTHRE MOVE that the City Council INSTRUCT the CLA and the CAO to work with the Los Angeles 
Unified School District and Los Angeles Community College District, with the assistance of the Mayor’s Office 
of Immigrant Affairs, to identify mutual areas of concern and coordinate strategies to protect students and keep 
families together, and provide updates to the City Council beginning January 1, 2017 on a quarterly basis. 

WE FURTHER MOVE that the City Council INSTRUCT the CLA and the CAO, with the assistance of the 
Mayor's Office of Immigrant Affairs, to identify areas of potential collaboration with all levels of local 
government, including the County of Los Angeles, and the State of California, in order to develop 
comprehensive strategies that may result in legislative and/or legal action to protect our residents.

On November 27,1979, Los Angeles Police Chief Daryl Gates issued Special Order 40, which prohibited 
officers of the Los Angeles Police Department from initiating, "police action with the objective of 
discovering the alien status of a person." 

This policy was adopted on the principles that the role of local law enforcement is not to enforce federal 
immigration law, and furthermore that the act of doing so would make it more difficult to investigate crimes 
that occur in the City of Los Angeles. 

As the department noted in 1979, "...effective law enforcement depends on a high degree of cooperation 
between the Department and the public it serves. The Department also recognizes that the Constitution of 
the United States guarantees equal protection to all persons within its jurisdiction. In view of those 
principles, it is the policy of the Los Angeles Police Department that undocumented alien status in itself is 
not a matter for police action." 

Special Order 40 is still in force today. The Police Department recognized then, as it recognizes now, that 
an immigrant - undocumented or not - that might be a potential witness to a crime will not come forward to 
aid an investigation or testify against a criminal if they live in fear of police action against their immigration 
status. Without Special Order 40, our communities would be less safe. 

On October 31, 2016, President Trump, as a candidate, stated, "cities that refuse to cooperate with 
federal authorities will not receive taxpayer dollars, and we will work with Congress to pass legislation to 
protect those jurisdictions that do assist federal authorities.” 

On January 5, 2017, Pennsylvania Representative Lou Barletta introduced H.R. 83, the Mobilizing 
Against Sanctuary Cities Act, which would deprive State or local jurisdictions of federal funding for a 
minimum period of one year, based upon the determination of the Attorney General about that 
jurisdiction’s cooperation with Federal immigration authorities. 

I THEREFORE MOVE that the Council INSTRUCT the Chief Legislative Analyst, with the assistance of 
the City Administrative Officer, to REPORT by April 1, 2017 on the following: 

A list of Federal funding that the City of Los Angeles receives or administers, the legal authority which 
allowed for those funds to be appropriated and remitted to the City of Los Angeles, and the nature of the 
City's programs that make use of them;

MOTION – CF 17-0300 

On March 16, 2017, the President released an outline of his proposed FY 2018 budget that reflects the priorities of his 
administration by proposing significant increases in defense spending, homeland security, and veterans’ services. 
Unfortunately, this plan proposes to fund these increases at the expense of numerous domestic programs that protect 
the health and welfare of thousands of Americans. Projects and programs ranging from senior services to community 
improvement grants to environmental protections would be eliminated or severely downsized under the President’s 
plan. As Congress begins its deliberations on the proposed FY 2018 budget, City leaders must send a clear message 
to our Congressional delegation detailing the impact of the President’s plan on projects, programs and services for 
City residents. 

The President’s proposal would, for example, eliminate Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and 
Community Services Block Grants, two programs that serve thousands of the City’s residents. Cutting CDBG funds 
could decimate a wide variety of local programs, including FamilySource Centers, domestic violence shelters, and 
community infrastructure projects to renovate parks and local community centers. 

The President's plan also proposes drastic cuts to the Environmental Protection Agency which could severely impact 
local health and safety by reducing air and water quality protections. These cuts may also jeopardize the availability of 
environmental remediation funding that could help, for example, with revitalization of the Los Angeles River. Cuts in 
funding for the Global Climate Change Initiative as proposed in the plan would severely hamper implementation of the 
City's Sustainable City Plan for a cleaner environment and stronger economy. 

The cuts in the President’s plan are far reaching and many would unfairly target some of the most vulnerable 
residents of the City - our senior population. Unemployed seniors wishing to re-enter the workforce would no longer 
have the support of the Senior Community Service Employment Program, which is slated to be cut. Vital health and 
safety programs for seniors, including Meals on Wheels could also be in jeopardy given the proposed drastic cuts to 
the Department of Housing and Urban Development. Funding for local transportation projects would be slashed, 
which could jeopardize the continued expansion of local and regional transportation for all residents. 

Congress's upcoming deliberations will explore in more detail the President's proposed cuts. It is the City’s 
responsibility to ensure that our representatives are well informed on the negative impact many of these cuts will have 
to our share constituencies. 

I THEREFORE MOVE that the City Council instruct the City Administrative Officer, with assistance from the Chief 
Legislative Analyst, to report to the City Council with a comprehensive report on all projects, programs, and services 
that could potentially be impacted by the President’s FY 2018 budget outline, and include in that report estimates of 
the anticipated fiscal impact to each program, project and service.

The Mayor's Office of Immigrant Affairs has identified common barriers to naturalization, which include the 
high upfront costs of applying, the lack of English proficiency, lack of time to prepare for the citizenship 
exam, and the general lack of knowledge about the naturalization process. The City has made strides to 
develop policies that address the plight of the undocumented in our region, and the Council recently 
created a special committee to examine citywide immigration and civil rights issues. The Council also 
approved funding for the Los Angeles Justice Fund, designed to provide legal resources and services to 
Los Angeles’ immigrant population. Still there is more to do. 

The Council should explore all available resources to open opportunities for the millions of eligible people 
who are undocumented. The Council should request the City's Immigrant Advocate, City Administrative 
Officer (CAO) and Office of the Chief Legislative Analyst (CLA) to report on the available resources to 
increase opportunities to access the naturalization and citizenship process.
