BEAUTIFICATION COMMITTEE OPERATING RULES
ADOPTED December 28, 2016
1. The MISSION of this Committee is, in cooperation with stakeholders, to advocate, promote,
facilitate and engage in activities to improve and maintain the appearance of West Hills’
streets, sidewalks, parks and other features by encouraging greater participation and responsibility of West Hills stakeholders.
2. This Committee shall consist of 12 members.
3. A quorum shall consist of 7 members.

4. Current membership will be maintained on the WHNC website
5. Members of this Committee shall be appointed by the Committee Co-Chairs.

6. Voting rights are to be afforded to Committee Members only.

8. The writing of the Agenda shall be the responsibility of the Co-Chairs
9.  The posting of the Agenda shall be the responsibility of the Co-Chairs.

10. In order to be considered as “Serving Actively” on this committee per our Bylaws requirement:

· A Committee Member must not miss more than four (4) meetings in the previous 12 month period.

· A Committee Member must actively participate in Committee discussions and accept assignments. 
11.  No committee, committee officer, or committee member shall make any representations to any agency on behalf of the committee without board approval.

12.   No officer of any committee may make any representations to the Board, on behalf of the committee, without approval from the committee.

13.  These rules may be amended at any regular meeting of the Beautification Committee by a majority vote of the members present, assuming that there is a quorum.

14.  This committee shall abide by the WHNC Code of Conduct).  This code shall apply to all committee members, whether or not they are members of the WHNC Board.

15.   The parliamentary process is to be governed by Rosenberg’s Rules of Order.
16.  This Committee shall meet at the West Hills Hospital 1st floor conference room at 6:30 PM on the 4th Tuesday of each month, unless there is a conflict that requires meeting at a different day or time.
