Committee Co-chair Joanne Yvanek-Garb called the meeting to order at 7:37 PM. A quorum was established. 
 
The December 2021 meeting minutes were approved.  
 
Comments from the Chair:  Saif Mogri mentioned the sudden passing of WHNC Board member Marge Brown. She will be greatly 
missed.

OLD BUSINESS AND / OR ONGOING BUSINESS:  
 

1.  CIS regarding City Council File 20-0002-S109, the adoption of this Resolution, the City of Los Angeles 
hereby includes in its 2019-2020 State Legislative Program SUPPORT for AB 3308 (Gabriel), which would 
create a State policy supporting housing for teachers and school employees, and permits school districts and 
developers that have received local or State funds, or tax credits designated for affordable rental housing, to 
restrict occupancy to teachers and school district employees on land owned by school districts: 

 
Joanne said she had not realized the WHNC Zoning and Planning Committee was addressing this issue. Marie 
said the Zoning and Planning Committee is only looking at the former Highlander Road school site. Faye 
disagreed and said the proposal is already a law and the Highlander site is the only site in West Hills under 
consideration. Two sites in Woodland Hills, Oso Street School and Collins Street School are also under 
consideration. Marie said the council file adds a resolution to the state legislative packet asking for an 
exemption allowing an affordable housing tax credit for housing restricted to LAUSD employees and not the 
open to the general public. Steve said he is opposed to supporting AB 3308 because once a property is 
rezoned and turned over or sold to a developer LAUSD would have no control over what was built or who 
could live there.

2.  CIS regarding City Council File 20-0600-S84, report by the Budget Committee on the fiscal impact for FY 

2020-21 on City Revenue due to Covid-19:   
 

Steve said he feels the document is ambiguous, poorly written, and the committee should not vote on it 
because it is too difficult to understand. Joanne agreed saying she cannot understand all the complex transfer 
of funds referred to in the file. Aida said she does not want to vote to support a measure that could take 
funding from a department that really needs the money. Saif said this proposed would affect not only 
spending in 2020-21, but also 2021-22 and possibly future years.

Summary : In addition to the severe illness and monumental numbers of deaths mainly due to COVID-19 and 
declining economic activity and business closures, there has been a staggering rise in unemployment in 
Los Angeles County and City, with a devastating impact on those who can afford it least:  low-income 
families and communities of color. However, the health care and social service industries are both 
projected to add close to 100,000 jobs by 2022, which can provide a base for economic recovery 
beyond the pandemic.  To help meet this need, the Economic and Workforce Development Department 
(EWDD), collaborating with several non-profits, launched the Community Care Corps.  This Corps  
trains and hires residents with the highest barriers to employment as community health workers and 
trace finders to fill gaps in the health care system and provide meaningful employment during these 
unprecedented times.  The Corps has already successfully trained and hired nearly 700 for careers as 
community health workers. If the CARES Act funding is extended, this program can be continued to 
train and hire more community health workers.  This motion seeks to instruct the EWDD to extend the 
Community Care Corps Program to 12/31/2021 to utilize any remaining funds for that program and to 
instruct and authorize EWDD to prepare, process and execute any documents necessary for that 
purpose.

Summary : Any official position of the City of Los Angeles regarding any legislation, rules, regulations or policies 
proposed by or pending before a local, state or governmental body or agency must first be adopted by 
the City Council in the form of a Resolution.  Presently, LAUSD is working toward re-opening its 
schools for in-person instruction by simultaneously adopting its safety plan and negotiating with United 
Teachers of Los Angeles (UTLA) regarding re-opening criteria for April 9, 2021.  California Governor 
Newsom and state legislative leaders have announced a $2 BILLION plan to reward schools re-
opening by April 1, 2021, and to provide an additional $4.6 BILLION for expenses for completing the 
current school year in a timely manner.  That reward is reduced each day after April 1 for schools 
which fail to meet the opening date goal, thereby reducing districts’ abilities to secure safety equipment 
for classrooms.  Two major issues now impede LAUSD’s ability to come to an agreement with UTLA 
regarding an opening date, namely: teachers’ and staffs’ vaccinations and LA County’s purple tier 
COVID-19 infection rate.  Although the infection rate cannot be controlled, the number of LAUSD 
staff receiving vaccinations is subject to the control of the governor and legislature, The state’s present 
allocation of 10% of available vaccines only for educators and staff in early education and elementary 
schools and FEMA’s allocation of the CSU-LA vaccination site days for educators will not meet 
UTLA’s goal of full vaccination by April 9, 2021.  Therefore this resolution supports legislation and 
administrative action by LA County and FEMA to increase allocations to educators in numbers 
sufficient for LAUSD to meet its goal of having all staff ready for an April 9, 2021 re-opening of in-
person instruction.

RULES, ELECTIOOS, INTERGOVERNMENTAL RElAOONS 

RESOLUTION 

WHEREAS, any official position of the City of Los Angeles with respect to legislation, rules, regulations 
or policies proposed to, or pending before, a local, state or federal governmental body or agency must 
have first been adopted in the form of a Resolution by the City Council with the concurrence of the 
Mayor; and 

WHEREAS, the Los Angeles Unified School District (LAUSD) is working toward re-opening its schools 
for in-person instruction; and 

WHEREAS, LAUSD has adopted a safety plan and is negotiating with the United Teachers of Los 
Angeles (UTLA) regarding the criteria for meeting its goal of re-opening on April 9, 2021; and 

WHEREAS, California governor Gavin Newsom and state legislative leaders have announced a $2 billion 
dollar plan to reward schools that are able to re-open in-person instruction through the second grade by 
April 1 and to provide an additional $4.6 billion statewide for expenses associated with completing the 
current school year in a timely manner; and 

WHEREAS, the state plan reduces the reward to districts each day after April 1 which fail to meet the 
opening date goal, which will reduce districts' abilities to secure safety equipment for classrooms; and 

WHEREAS, two major issues are impeding LAUSD's ability to come to an agreement with UTLA 
regarding a reopening date, vaccination of teachers and staff and Los Angeles County's ongoing purple 
tier COVID-19 infection rate; and 

WHEREAS, while reducing the overall infection rate is subject to a variety of influences, not the least of 
which is the behavior ofthe county's residents, the number ofLAUSD staff receiving vaccinations is a 
matter of policy and logistics subject to the control of decision makers; and 

WHEREAS, the state's plan to reserve 10% of available vaccinations for educators (with 25,000 
estimated for LAUSD) in the coming weeks, and the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) 
setting aside of days at its Cal State University-Los Angeles vaccination site for educators will not meet 
UTLA' s goal of full vaccination in time for an April 9th opening; and 

WHEREAS, the state's plan currently targets LAUSD early education and elementary school staff but 
does not include staff for middle and high school staff who may have to wait additional weeks or months 
to be vaccinated. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, with the concurrence of the Mayor, that by the adoption of 
this Resolution, the City of Los Angeles hereby includes in its 2021-2022 State and Federal Legislative 
Program support for any legislation and administrative action by the Los Angeles County and FEMA to 
increase their allocations to educators in numbers sufficient that LAUSD can meet its goal of having all 
staff ready for an April 9th re-opening of in-person instruction.
