Itis hard to turn on the
news or any social media platform
without getting bombarded with
news of a mystery respiratory ill-
ness affecting dogs in the US. With
the remnant of COVID and the
recollection of the 2021 canine
influenza outbreak still fresh in our
minds, how can we separate reality
from overblown media reporting?
