The purpose of this Section is to encourage the development of privately owned public spaces
such as outdoor plazas, parks, seating areas, and other similar types of outdoor amenity spaces on
private land.

If the option to provide privately owned public space is available in the incentive program of the
applicable CPIO or Specific Plan, the project shall be awarded additional floor area, up to the
maximum bonus FAR allowed by the applied Form District, by providing privately owned public
space in conformance with the requirements established below.

Several years ago, City Planning set out to create a modern and
efficient zoning system for Los Angeles. The proposed approach
aims to establish a new Zoning Code that is more responsive to
the needs of Los Angeles’s neighborhoods, in addition to being
easier to use.

While conventional methods of zoning have traditionally focused
on prohibiting incompatible uses, the new approach focuses on
the physical design of a building as well as its use. As City
Planning launches updates to its 35 Community Plans, new
zoning will be developed to implement the policies and goals for
the different neighborhoods across Los Angeles.

The proposed zoning structure consists of five key parts or
“districts”: Form, Frontage, Development Standards, Use, and
Density. While Form, Frontage, and Development Standards
regulate the built environment, Use and Density refer to the
activities allowed on a site.
